London.—Britain  yesterday 
implored people to obey 
tougher restrictions to slow 
the spread of the Omicron co-
ronavirus variant, after reve-
lations about alleged lock-
down parties at Prime Minis-

ter Boris Johnson’s residence 
provoked an outcry over hy-
pocrisy. 

Johnson imposed restric-
tions on England on Wednes-
day, just hours after apologis-
ing for a video apparently 

showing staff laughing about 
a party in Downing Street dur-
ing a 2020 Christmas COVID-
19 lockdown when such fes-
tivities were banned. 

The latest rules, including an 
order to work from home, 

wear masks in public and use 
vaccine passes, fell short of a 
lockdown, but angered some 
lawmakers in Johnson’s own 
party and the retail and leisure 
sectors, which said they were 
being hammered.
