Spanish PM Sanchez: “We 
shouldn’t pay for Trump’s war”
Madrid.— Spanish  Prime Minis-
ter Pedro Sanchez said it was un-
just for citizens worldwide to 
bear the cost of what he called il-
legal U.S. and Israeli actions in 
Iran, warning the war was in-
flicting severe global economic 
damage, with Spanish firms 

alone losing 100 billion euros 
($116 billion) in under a month. 
“Every bomb  that falls in the 
Middle East hits the wallets of 
our families,” he told lawmakers 
in a parliament session, laying 
out the reasons for his govern-
ment’s steadfast opposition to 

the war, a stance that has since 
been echoed by other European 
leaders. 

The 100 billion euro figure re-
ferred to the decline in the aggre-
gate market capitalisation of 
Spain’s blue chip IBEX index 
since the conflict erupted on 

February 28. Spanish Prime Min-
ister Sanchez, one of the most 
vocal supporters of Palestinians 
among Western leaders, also 
warned that Israel was  seeking 
to inflict on Lebanon the same 
level of devastation it had 
brought to the Gaza Strip.
